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A REMEBERANCE OF VALLEY FORGE

Spokane, WA - Compatriot Stanley
Wills, President and Color Guard Cap-
tain of the Spokane Chapter remem-
bered his ancestor at Valley Forge as he
was reading an article on Valley Forge.

Toasty warm, he gets a cup of coffee
and wonders as the wind is howling and
the outside temperature is 21 degrees.
Outside is an expanse of white.

“Was this the kind of winter he faced
long ago when our troops camped in
tents at Valley Forge? How could they
stand it dressed in parts of uniforms,
with no overcoats, some with no shoes,
no stockings, rags wrapped around their
feet?”

Captain Wills, a veteran of 30 years in
the US Navy, who spent many times out
in the elements asks, “How long could I
stand it, how long could I survive with
scant clothing and no shoes in these
conditions?”

He puts on his uniform, the uniform of
a Continental soldier in 1776—only

without his overcoat, shoes or stockings.

Marching across the snow in his yard at
first seems bracing in the falling snow.
But the warmth of the hearthside fades
and he feels the sharp, icy cold begin to
attack through the regimental clothing.

After five minutes it feels like sharp pins
are coming up through the soles of his
feet. He shudders and wraps his arms
tight. In ten minutes, his soles are numb
and his body is shivering. After fifteen
minutes, he can no longer feel his feet.

He marches back to the house and lets
his feet gradually warm by the fire. They
get itchy as they thaw, but he’s soon back
to normal.

He sends me an email with a picture of
his feet. He states, “I dressed up today in
my uniform and went outside bare foot
and without a coat . I was outside for 15
minutes and had to come back in. I can’t
imaging what it was like for the men to
live outside for the winter. If you want
to understand what they went through,

try it.”’

I was impressed and donned my uniform
and went out barefoot. It was 30 degrees

in Tacoma. Snow was eight
inches deep. After ten min-
utes, I too was ready to return
to my hearth.

I believe that this experience

gave us a first-hand apprecia-
tion for the travails of our an-
cestors who endured.
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As we roll out the third “The
SAR Color Guardsman” news-
letter, I would like to say thank
you to all who have told me
personally that they truly en-
joyed the first and second web
based newsletters. I would also
like to thank all who conttib-
uted articles and pictures to
make this communication piece
a success. Please continue to
submit information that you
would like to share with other
guardsmen.

We have several events of great
importance coming up and I
hope that you can attend some
of them. As you know we will
again have the vigil at the
Tomb of George and Martha
Washington. The tomb is lo-

cated on the grounds of Mount
Vernon. This will be held on
the 8 September 2012. The
time will be from 9:00 a.m. till
9:00 p.m. We will meet about
8:30 a. m. and march as a unit
to the tomb for the first group
to get into place at 9:00 a. m.
Information was sent to the
State Commanders to be fil-
tered down to the chapter level
on where to meet and to park.

The same day there will be a
wreath laying program at the
Tomb of the Unknown Soldier
at Arlington National Cemetery.
This will be presented by the
George Washington SAR Chap-
ter located in Atrlington, VA.

Uniform worn by George Washington on display
at the National Museum of American History
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A Color Guardsman’s Guide to Hypothermia - or How not to turn bluer than your uniform

Gen. Washington wrote that one could track the Revolutionary Army by their bloody footprints in the snow as they marched barefoot and
in rags toward Valley Forge. Our intrepid compatriots Stan Wills and Bob O'Neal, as noted in the front page article, recently duplicated this
by marching barefoot in the snow of Washington State. "In 10-15 minutes the soles were numb, and the general loss of bodily heat
unbearable to the participants."

What happens to the human body with this kind of extreme exposure? What happened to our ancestors? What happens to us? How do we
prevent cold-induced injury and death? What specific precautions might we consider as living historians and re-enactors?

Cold injury can be divided into systemic and local, including Hypothermia, "frostnip" and frostbite, chilblains, immersion foot, and others.
The cause is of course exposure to cold, coupled with factors which lead to the body's inability to retain core temperature, and while the
likelihood is greater at more extreme cold temperatures, hypothermia can occur even at 60+ degrees under the right circumstances.

"Frostnip" is frostbite lite: The affected tissues, usually on extremities, ears, nose, can turn firm, cold, and white but they are not
permanently frozen (usually because duration is short) and can recover. Sensation is abnormal in the affected tissues (note our Compatriots'
description of numbness) and maybe hypersensitive afterwards.

Frostbite is much more serious caused by ice crystals forming inside the cells of the affected part, leading to cell death. On warmth, but
become blotchy, red swollen and painful and blisters form within hours. If freezing is transient and superficial the affected area may
recover without permanent loss, but if deeper and more extensive, gangrene results and major loss of tissue occurs. Initially the victim may
suffer no pain and have simply abnormal sensation (a Battle of the Bulge survivor described feeling with his feet the "velvet covering" of
the basement floor in which he was hiding; there was of course no velvet, he was getting frostbite).

Treatment is aimed at gradually re-warming the affected parts and saving as much as possible. This is not done with hot water but rather
warm-otherwise greater damage can be done to tissues with already compromised circulation. The best treatment of course is prevention
with good clothing, shoes, dry socks, etc.- something our Revolutionary ancestors could not well do.

The formal definition of Hypothermia is a fall of body temperature to <95°F, although that would have made little difference to our
Revolutionary War ancestors. They would have experienced simply the bitter cold of the "Little Ice Age" winter in Pennsylvania and
elsewhere, what they had to endure at Valley Forge, before Trenton, and countless other places during the Revolution.

Bodily functions occur in a relatively narrow temperature range, outside of which progressive disorder occurs. Our normal response to cold
exposure, shivering and positioning ourselves to avoid heat loss, stops occurring as hypothermia ensues. "When shivering stops, lethargy
and confusion increase, a major emergency is imminent." Someone starting into hypothermia becomes clumsy, lethargic, confused,
irritable, and can have hallucinations. Descriptions by those who have experienced milder episodes are that the intolerable shivering stops,
and that they begin to feel unaccountably warm, and sleepy. Ultimately as the core temperature drops below 90°F, the person becomes
comatose, and at 85° to 75°F all muscles began to lose function, including cardiac muscle, and the heart stops.

Treatment is aimed at restoring normal body temperature, getting the victim into warm dry clothing and a warm environment as soon as
possible, but the best treatment here also is prevention: Our wool uniforms are helpful here, as are our hats (30% of our heat loss is from
our heads; and wool is far better than cotton or other fabrics when wet in continuing to insulate us against heat loss). Keeping well fed, and
well hydrated, having access to dry clothes if one is likely to get wet, hot liquids-all are helpful in prevention. Avoid alcohol! Alcohol make
you feel warmer by dilating blood vessels in the extremities, but this actually accelerates heat loss.

There are some special concerns I have for our SAR Color Guardsmen:

Many of us are older, including some of our most active and loyal Color Guardsmen. While I suspect that we are, as a group, significantly
healthier, Americans over 65 have on average 6 chronic diseases per individual. Many of these-along with the medicines used to treat them-
can result in decreased peripheral circulation, including diabetes, chronic heart disease, congestive failure, kidney and thyroid disorders.

This makes us more susceptible to cold injury then our ill-fed, ill-clothed but basically healthy teenage Revolutionary War ancestors.

So when you are out there, in the snow, in the rain, and in the wind-and I know you will be-keep an eye out for your fellows. All of you are
too valuable to lose.

Col. Dr. Rich Swier, and Joan Hansen presented them the SAR Wounded Warrior Medal with certificate and the Certificate of Special Congres-
sional Recognition Award.

Chief Petty Officer Brian Robert Bill, 31 of Virginia Beach, VA, was killed in action on August 6, 2011 in Wardak province, eastern Afghanistan.
He was the son of Scott Bill of Sarasota who received his medal. In June 2001, CPO Bill enlisted in the United States Navy to pursue his life-
long dream of becoming a U.S. Navy SEAL being designated as such in 2003. During his careet, he received the following personal awards: 3
Bronze Stars with Valor, Joint Service Commendation Medal with Valor, Navy and Marine Corps Commendation Medal, Navy and Marine
Corps Achievement Medal, two Combat Action Ribbons and three Good Conduct Medals.

Pamela Becker escorted by Jr. SAR Member Percival Hill JROTC Cadet) is mother of 25 year old, U.S. Army Spec. Tamara Maria Becker, a
recent graduate of Venice HS. She accepted the SAR Wounded Warrior Medal on her behalf because Tamara is still serving in Afghanistan as a
Medic. She received the Putrple Heart Medal on October 26, 2011 when her convoy was ambushed twice in the Tangi Valley and she was
wounded. Tamara told her mother in a letter that after all the bombs went off, trying to walk was like being in a little boat in a storm. After her
adrenaline rush subsided, she took stock of how bad she was wounded, and then went into action to help the other wounded. Later the wife of
an Army major who credited Tamara as saving her life said of her, “she was a Hero that day”.

The audience gave them a standing ovation and as Taps played to close the ceremonies there were tears in the eyes of nearly everyone. Several
Veterans came forward afterward to say this was the most emotional event they have ever been involved in and thanked Saramana SAR for re-
membering the service of America’s real heroes. ABC News carried the story of the event on the 6 and 11 PM news.

The General Lighthorse Harry Lee Camp, Florida Sons of Liberty Brigade Color
Guatd participated in the rededication ceremony of the recently refurbished Iwo
Jima monument in Cape Coral, Florida on Saturday, February 25, which was two
days after the 67th anniversary of the flag raising. It is one of only three made by
Felix DeWeldon depicting the scene in the Joe Rosenthal photograph of five Ma-
rines and a Navy corpsman raising the American Flag on Mount Suribachi during
WWII. Over a dozen survivors of the Iwo Jima battle attended the ceremony and
were introduced to a very appreciative crowd; Caloosa Chaplain Allen Brown pro-
vided the invocation and benediction for the event. Guardsmen participating are

Massachusetts Society

On February 19th, 1945 the 4th and 5th Marine Divisions invaded Iwo
Jima in order to capture the airfields on the tiny island; a crucial part of
the plan to invade the Japanese mainland. The island was under Allied
control by March 26t, but at a cost of more than 26,000 casualties in-
cluding 6,825 deaths in thirty-six days of fighting.

On February 17, 2012, members of the Massachusetts Society’s Col.
Knox Regimental Artillery Color Guard, along with U.S. Marines, Marine
Corps JROTC, Marine Corps League, Massachusetts State Police and the
Boston Police Department, came together to honor the men and women
who gave their lives 67 years eatlier in the Battle of Iwo Jima.

The ceremonies began with a parade which formed at the statue of Sam-
uel Adams at Faneuil Hall at 11 a.m., and wound through the city of Bos-
ton, finally arriving at Beacon Street, outside the State House, and con-
cluded with a prayer, the firing of a 21 gun salute and the playing of taps
by the Marine Corps League. Inside the State House, Lieutenant Govet-

nor Timothy Murray and other dignitaries also paid their respects during a
moving tribute.

Members of the Massachusetts Society’s Col. Knox Regimental Artillery Color Guard joined VISSAR Compatriot and US Army Capt.
Zachariah Fike for a special celebration of Lt. Thomas E. Hadley II on February 18th at the Brookhaven Auditorium in Lexington, MA
featuring the return of a missing, long forgotten, but recent found Purple Heart Medal.

Hadley, born 27 July 1929, died in the line of duty 9 Nov 1951 when his F-80C aircraft was shot down over North Korea. He had previ-
ously flown 50 successful missions and on this day, the Ace pilot selflessly flew his aircraft so as draw fire toward him to save another
pilot. He was listed MIA by the War Department at the age of 22. Although never married, his legacy and bravery live on through his
sistet Connie Hadley Bachman, her husband Chatlie Bachman, and the nieces, nephews, and great nieces/nephews.

Many years ago, the medal came into the possession of the grandfather of Larry Moore. Larry acquired the medal which was in the top
drawer of his father’s dresser upon his death. Larry felt the medal should be given to its rightful owner and the internet facilitated this
over a two week period. The Military Order of the Purple Heart researched and confirmed it was not an imposter medal, and on further
research by Capt. Fike, Connie Bachman was located.

During the ceremony acknowledging this effort, U.S. Congressman Edward Markey (D-MA) and State Representative Jay Kaufman, Fif-
teenth Middlesex District offered words of congratulation. Commander Leon Brown, Connecticut Military Order of the Purple Heart
provided a brief history of the medal.

The entire collection of Lt. Thomas E. Hadley’s medals is now mounted in a beautiful presentation case. Congressman Markey presented
Connie Hadley Bachman with a flag which was flown over the US Capital building on Friday, February 17, 2012.
